Key information

The Ministry of Justice is making £800k available over the rest of this Parliament to support local areas to develop a joined-up, multi-agency approach to improve support for female offenders and other women with complex needs who may be at risk of offending.  £200k will be available in each of the financial years 2016/17, 2017/18, 2018/19 and 2019/20, and applicants are invited to bid for funding over two or more years. We will also consider bids for one-year funding in 2016/17, to support preparatory work in areas that are at the early stages of development.
Multi-year funding is expected to be weighted to the second year, with a single start-up grant payment in the financial year 2016/17, followed by tapered stage payments. The maximum grant for individual proposals is likely to be in the region of £70K in 2017/18.
Projects must commence not later than 1 March 2017. In view of the timing of this competition, whilst expenditure must have been incurred in this financial year (2016/17), recipients may be able to carry some funding into the following financial year (2017/18), subject to any local accounting requirements and agreement by the Ministry of Justice.

Early February 2017 – Panel assessment of bids

By early/mid-February 2017 – successful bidders notified
Only applications for funding that meet all of the listed criteria will be considered.
