ReNew Addington (ReNA) & Commissioners
· First and third Monday of the month 1pm – 3pm held at Fieldway Family Centre.  The meeting goes through what is going on at ground level in New Addington and is open to residents, organisations, faith groups, schools and the Police. 
· The Youth Engagement team have been given notice from 31 July 2025, which means that the Fieldway Centre will not have any youth provisions happening until a commissioned organisation facilitates this, and Croydon no longer has a youth service.
· Met Engage – where people can keep in contact with the Police Home Page - Met Engage.
· Croydon have been informed that Commissioners from Central Government may come into the Borough due to the financial challenges placed on the Council. CVA and charities across Croydon have written a letter to endorse the need for Croydon Council to continue its current progress. Organisations/charities have expressed concern as more assets may be sold, which means many may lose the buildings they work from
· John asked where local residents can go to support and save the services.  An emergency meeting was being held at the Town Hall that evening.Croydon Major will be at ReNA on Monday 21st July.  Sarah Burns reiterated that The Major is against these cuts too.Pathfinders social media will have any updates.



Croydon Community Mediation
· We Offer The Best Mediation In Croydon.  Neil explained that the mediation service is free to individuals (there is a cost to organisations) and can help to find a better way forward where there is a dispute.  They will support residents to talk/encourage to come together in a safe way.  

Jo Lyons
· Jo is a local resident and studied a master’s degree in Sustainability and climate change.  Before Jo wrote her dissertation, she attended local hubs to do research.  These were semi structured interviews.  
· Jo showed her presentation on sustainability behaviour change.  Jo’s presentation and dissertation are attached to this email. 
· LCP and ReNA community are active and supporting the initiatives.


Borne Health Director
Omar and Yusuf from Borne Health were welcomed to the meeting.  They are new to the practices in the area.  Omar said that social determinants of health are having a huge impact on health.  Borne Health are working towards prevention and neighbourhood health.  Their aim is to work more as a neighbourhood.  Omar reiterated that Fieldway and Parkway surgeries are not closing.  Working in one NHS building makes for innovative working – meaning that colleagues can talk in person rather than sending notes/emails that can get lost. 

The aim of Borne Health is to support the community to look after themselves more, keeping healthier, healthy habits and keeping fit through movement.  This in turn frees up time for the GPs to spend with the vulnerable, those who are older with multiple long term health conditions.  This can also be time spent issuing prescriptions to a patient rather than them ordering online. 

Yusuf introduced himself and said he felt gratitude and privileged and wanted to give back to the community.  Borne Health are keen to know what is going on in the community.

Borne Health have one Social Prescriber and are looking at employing another.

The Clubhouse is open Monday, Wednesday and Friday.  Anyone over 60 is welcome.  They have a minibus that picks up from a 1.5-mile radius.  There is a cost of £12 for a 2-course lunch.  They have external providers such as hairdresser, podiatrist etc. at an additional cost.  No referral is needed.
