James Watkins update and feedback of Jamaica / Youth music project-
· (before it’s official release) James showed us the video documenting the incredible Mazinworld youth project’s trip to Jamaica.
· The group includes the young people who have worked with James Watkins long term who have now become mentors of young people themselves. These young people are expert mentors, who have lived experience of the effects of the harshest realities of inequalities and crime. 
· The video documented the trip to Jamaica that was facilitated by James which has in turn developed the groups international working experience and increased global partnership working with Jamaica.

James Watkins started working with young people in Croydon sharing knowledge and learning around generating income and profit by working in the music industry.
James W is currently working with the youth of Croydon in mentoring. He’s also working with the police around Anti-Racism learning.
