Below is information on types of Tension:

· Political – such as extremist political activity (leafleting, meetings, graffiti); elections at which extremist candidates are standing; issues potentially detrimental to community cohesion which are prominent on the public agenda, local political situations which are exacerbating tensions.

· Community – such as Tensions between and within specific communities and incidents between and within specific communities. 

· Immigration, Asylum and Refugee - Local concerns about the effects of migration on the local area; impact of national policy on migration (such as asylum dispersal) on the local area; racist attacks. 

· Racially and Religious – such as actions of racist organisations; racially and/or religiously motivated incidents and offences; concerns within communities – including faith communities about hate crime. 

· Sexual orientation, disability, racial and religious – actions of racist organisations; homophobic, racially and or religious motivated incidents and offences; concerns within communities including faith communities about hate crime.

· Criminal – such as gang activity and anti-social behaviour

· Hate Crime - any criminal offence which is perceived, by the victim or any other person, to be motivated by hostility or prejudice towards someone based on a personal characteristic. These characteristics are defined as being race or ethnicity, religion or beliefs, sexual orientation, disability and transgender identity. 

· National and International - such as incidents which have impacted upon or have the potential to impact upon the local community. 

· Future – such as significant or planned anniversaries and/or demonstrations
